Address of Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan to
the Grand National Assembly of Tirkiye*

December 21, 2023, Ankara

Mr. President,
Dear Members of Parliament,

On behalf of my Ministry and myself, I would like to greet the
Grand National Assembly with respect.

[ am pleased to be in your presence on the occasion of the
discussions on the draft budget of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs for the Fiscal Year 2024, at this significant time, as
we celebrate the 100th anniversary of our Republic and the
500th anniversary of our Foreign Ministry.

My colleagues and I have carefully taken note of your
evaluations of my Ministry and foreign policy. I would like to
thank you for your efforts.

Our independent and national foreign policy, which we
implement within the framework of our "Century of Tarkiye"
vision, represents a profound and multidimensional field.

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Understandably, it is not possible to address all foreign policy
issuesin detail during the time allocated to me. I would like to
share with you some insights on the main issues.

Overview of International Issues and Our Goals

We witness that the international system has long been
fluctuating in uncertainty and instability which are further
deepened by the increasing geopolitical and geo-economic
competition among the great powers.

The Ukrainian War, which deeply shook the security
environment in the Euro-Atlantic region, has brought
conventional war back to the European continent. While this
war continues, the developments in the Middle East after
October 7, 2023 have deeply shaken both our region and the
global system.

In addition to the wars in Gaza and Ukraine, tensions in
Syria, Iraq, Libya, the Caucasus, and the Balkans once again
show that our country is at the center of geopolitical and
geostrategic fault lines.

Coups, political crises, terrorism, and internal conflicts in
Africa further complicate this picture.

The Tirkiye-centered independent foreign policy that we
have been following under the leadership of our President
has transformed our country into an actor that sets the
international agenda and makes an impact in critical
geographies.

Strengthening Regional Peace and Security

The war crimes committed in Gaza pain everyone with a
conscience.

We have always been the voice of the Palestinian people.
Today, under the leadership of our President, we are working
to end this atrocity by mobilizing all our means.
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The Israeli-Palestinian conflict and the persecution in Gaza
deeply affect the entire region and global balances.

More than 20,000 innocent ({4
civilians, 70 percent of whom
are women and children,

in Gaza. Hospitals, schools,
sanctuaries, and infrastructure
are being destroyed. Two and

a half million people are under
constant bombardment.

It is equally appalling that some Western countries publicly
support Israel's massacres and war crimes. In fact, the biggest
obstacle to the resolution of the Palestinian issue is the
unconditional support given to Israel by the United States of
America.

Unfortunately, the political systems of the United States and
certain Western countries have been designed on the basis
of double standards that allow for turning a blind eye to all of
Israel's illegal actions.

This approach of the West has led to a skewed moral compass,
and hasdamaged thelegal principles and values that underpin
the international system. Under these circumstances,
Tirkiye'srational and effective foreign policy, which is driven
by moral values has become more important than ever.
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This is why we raise our voice in the face of the atrocities
committed in Gaza. At all costs, we will never refrain from
saying what is right and what is wrong.

We have always been on the side of our Palestinian brothers
and sisters, and we will continue to do so in the upcoming
period.

Esteemed Members of Parliament,

At the General Session on October 12, I had informed you
about the developments in Gaza. Following this, our nation's
strong will on the issue was reflected in the Grand National
Assembly's declaration on the attacks against civilians in
Gaza. This declaration also provided great support to our
efforts, and I would like to express my gratitude in this regard.

Since the first day of the crisis, we have carried out intensive
diplomacy under the leadership of our President, and have
mobilized regional and global mechanisms to that end.

Along with my colleagues in the Contact Group, established
as an outcome of the Extraordinary Joint Summit of the
Organisation of Islamic Cooperation and the Arab League, we
continue to take international initiatives.

Inthis framework, we held intensive talks in Beijing, Moscow,
London, Paris, Barcelona, Brussels, New York, Geneva,

Washington D.C., and Ottawa. On December 15, 2023, we
came together with the Nordic and Benelux countries in Oslo.

We find it valuable that, unlike in the past, a common
platform has been established for the first time to follow up
the decisions taken by Islamic countries. The Contact Group
has enabled Islamic countries to adopt a common stance and
take diplomatic initiatives together.

Thus, we have gone beyond condemnation; the feelings and
expectations of our peoples on the Palestinian issue have
been conveyed directly to our interlocutors, pressure has
been exerted on leading actors, including the West, and the
international community has been forced to take a stance.

In fact, on December 12, 2023, the draft resolution on an
emergency humanitarian ceasefire, co-sponsored by 104
countries including Turkiye, was adopted by 153 votes at the
United Nations General Assembly. Compared to the vote on
October 26, the change in favor of Palestine in the attitude of
27 countries, which had previously abstained, isan indication
of the effectiveness of our diplomatic contacts.

Esteemed Members of Parliament,

Turkiye carries out its solution-oriented initiatives on
Palestine through two main tracks.

On the first track, we endeavor to ensure a ceasefire, the
delivery of humanitarian aid, and the prevention of the
expulsion of Palestinians from Gaza. At the same time, we
call attention to the risk that this atrocity may lead to a social
explosion in the region.
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On the second track, we emphasize that lasting peace and
security can only be established through a two-state solution.
We draw attention to the fact that the problem cannot be
solved with measures that are based only on Israel's security
and are focused exclusively on Gaza.

The problem cannot be solved without ending the Israeli
occupation. A sovereign and independent Palestinian state
must be established immediately.

It has now become a strategic imperative that the countries
in the region own the problem and become a partner in the
solution. The guarantorship mechanism that Turkiye has
proposed has precisely that aim.

We support political processes, including UN Security
Council Resolution 2254, to ensure internal peace in Syria.

In line with these goals, we maintain our efforts both on the

ground and at the table, and pursue our struggle to prevent

the creation of a terrorist state in northern Syria.

We will continue to emphasize to all our interlocutors,

especially the United States of America, that supporting
the PKK/YPG/SDG terrorist organization under the guise of
fighting DAESH is a strategic mistake.

We pursue our fight against the PKK terrorist organization

and its extensions in Iraq without slowing down, and we do

not hesitate to implement the security measures we deem

necessary.
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We continue to support Iraqi Turkmens.

In close cooperation with all segments in Iraq, we support
efforts for the integrity, stability, and prosperity of the
country. We support Iraq's integration with its region on the
basis of a positive agenda. To this end, we are working with
Iraqon the strategically important Development Road project.
We discussed all these issues, including the fight against the
PKK, in detail with the high-level Iraqi delegation consisting
of political, military, and security officials, that we hosted in
Ankara on December 19, 2023.

Esteemed Members of Parliament,

Our main priority in Libya is to preserve the unity and
territorial integrity of the country and to prevent it from
drifting back into conflict. We will continue to improve our
dialogue with all segments of Libya's east, west, and south.
We will soon reactivate our Consulate General in Benghazi.

Concerning our national cause, the Cyprusissue, our ultimate
goal is to find a just, lasting, and sustainable solution, based
on the realities on the Island. Unless both sides enjoy equal
sovereignty status, itis impossible to bring about negotiations
between the parties.

We will resolutely continue our efforts towards the
recognition of the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus and
the development of its relations with other countries.



We wish to advance our
relations with our neighbor
Greece on the basis of a
positive agenda and through
a sincere and constructive
dialogue. The recent visit

of our President was a
concrete manifestation of this
understanding.

We are also strengthening the infrastructure of our missions
abroad within the limits of our budget.

Undersecretary of the National Intelligence Organization, Undersecretary/

of the President.

Organization on May 27, 2010, and served in that position for 13 years.
